® Why did those who do evil not come to the Light? Because all who make a practice of wrongdoing hate the
Light.

® Why do those who “practice the ” come to the light? Because they are not afraid of the light.

1 Read and compare the following pairs of passages: Rom. 9:16, 18, 20-24 & 10:9-13; Matt. 11:27 & Matt.
11:28; John 6:37, 44 & John 6:35, 40, 47. What do they teach us about the sovereignty of God and the
responsibility of man in salvation? Can you reconcile these truths?

(A Read Num. 21:4-9. This is the Old Testament story that Jesus used as an illustration in His conversation
with Nicodemus. What parallels do you see here that could serve as lessons for us a Christians? Hint: there
are at least 14 parallels!

(A What similarities do you see between the demand of Pharaoh to kill all the Hebrew male infants and our
culture’s current use of abortion as a means of routine birth control, especially among ethnic populations?

Application
(d Some think that because salvation is a sovereign work of God, there is no point to evangelism. What would
you say to a Christian who thought that way?

(A Nicodemus took as much as 2 years to become a Christian. Did you come to Jesus the first time you heard
the gospel? How long did it take you from first hearing to actually committing yourself to be a follower if
Jesus? What does that say to us about our efforts at evangelism?
